3 large chicken breasts  

2 t garlic powder  

Salt and pepper to taste  

1ð 6 oz box of Stove Top chicken stuffing  

1ð 10.5 oz can cream chicken soup  

1 cup sour cream  

1ð 10 oz bag frozen whole green beans  

1/3 cup water or milk  

Layer chicken breast on bottom of crock pot.  Sprinkle with garlic powder, salt and pepper.  

Dump stove top and seasonings on top of chicken.  In a small bowl mix sour cream, soup 

and water (or milk).  Pour over dressing and top with green beans.
